Day 01 Wednesday, 10 Mar'2010 - Arrive Delhi / Bharatpur

Arrive Delhi morning Breakfast at restaurant & straight drive to Bharatpur (Approx. 5 hrs), arrive
Bharatpur transfer ton hotel The Bagh.

Afternoons relax or optional game view.

P.M: Game Viewing

Keoladeo Bird Sanctuary : The marsh of Keoladeo, more popularly known as Bharatpur, was the
private hunting reserve of the Maharajas of Bharatpur. It was developed in the late 10th century by
creating small dams and bunds in an area of natural depress to collect rain water and by feeding it
with an irrigation canal. Over the years, the lakes attracted great numbers of waterfowl and the
Maharajas held grand shoots with family, friends and visiting dignitaries. Two-thirds of the park lies
under water, the extent and volume depending on the intensity of the rains. The remaining one-third of
the park is covered in dry deciduous forests and extensive grasslands. On the raised ground outlining
the wetlands grow a profusion of Acacia trees, where the resident water birds nest, often in large
mixed colonies, a spectacular sight during the monsoon. Keoladeo is famous as one of Asia's finest
birding areas, with over 380 resident and migrant species, including the Common, Demoiselle and the
rare Siberian Cranes. It is also an excellent place to watch mammals like Golden Jackal, Striped
Hyena, Fishing Cat, Jungle Cat, Nilgai, Sambar, Blackbuck and Wild Boar. The Park derives its name
from the temple of Keoladeo and 'Ghana "which locally means dense, implying the nature of the
vegetation.

Day 02 Thursday, 11 Mar'2010 - Bharatpur / Overnight Train to Jabalpur

Join the Pre group in lunch time and proceed to Agra. Short visit to the famous Taj Mahal and evening
proceed to Railway station to Catch Gondwana Express at 1850 hrs for overnight train journey to
Jabalpur with packed dinner.

The Taj Mahal: One of the wonders of the world, built by Emperor Shah Jehan in memory of his
beloved consort Mumtaz Mahal, this beautiful mausoleum is pure white marble and an architectural
marvel. Construction of Taj begun in 1631and was not completed until 1653. Total 20000 people
worked on the building. The Taj Mahal is considered as the finest example of Mughal architecture, a
style that combines elements from Persian, Turkish, Indian and Islamic architectural styles. While the
white domed marble mausoleum is most familiar, Taj Mahal is an integrated complex of structures and
were completed around 1648. Ustad Ahmad Lahauri is generally considered as the principal designer
of Taj Mahal.

Day 03 Friday, 12 Mar'2010 - Jabalpur/ Kanha

Arrive Jabalpur at 0715 hrs. Straight drive to Kanha (Approx 4 1/2 hrs.), arrive Kanha transfer to hotel
The Baagh.

A.M & P.M : Game viewing in the Park.

Kanha National Park: It is one of the largest national parks covering 1945 sq. km including a 'core
zone' of 940 sq km. It is also part of Project Tiger, one of India 's most important conservation forts.
The setting for Kipling's jungle book, we will travel by jeep and elephant (for tiger viewing), through
different habitats, including Sal Forest, Bamboo Thicket, Dadar (plateau grasslands), meadows and
Mixed Forests. This beautiful area of forest and lightly wooded grassland with many rivers and
streams supports an excellent variety of wildlife. Some of the species we may encounter include the
endangered Hard-ground Barasingha (this being the only place where this sub species remains),
Barking Deer, Spotted Deer, the largest bovine Gaur, Golden-backed Jackal, Jungle Cat, Common
Langur, Sloth Bear, Wild Boar, and Wild Dog and the elusive Chausingha and the tiger.

Overnight at The Baagh.

Day 09 Thursday, 18 Mar'2010 - Kanha/Bandhavgarh

After breakfast drive to Bandhavgarh (Approx.5 to 6 hrs), arrive Bandhavgarh transfer to hotel Nature
Heritage.



Bandhavgarh : Bandhavgarh is known for one of the densest populations of Tigers in India and was
included in Project Tiger in 1994. The forests are dominated by Sal and Bamboo, good for species
such as white-napped Woodpecker, Red jungle fowl, Red and painted spur fowl. The habitat is
enriched by riverine forest, open grasslands and marshy areas where lesser adjutants survive in small
numbers. The steep cliffs of Bandhavgarh Hill surmounted by the 2000 year old fort provide nesting
habitat for long billed vultures, House Swifts and the resident race of peregrine Falcon known as
Shahin. At night Mottled Wood owl and Brown Fish Owl hunt for prey. Most northern migrants see
present during winter, but April and May see the arrival of interesting species such as cuckoos and
India Pitta from the South. There are some 250 species on the sanctuary's list.

Day 10 - 14 Fri - Tues day, 19 - 23 Mar'2010 - Bandhavgarh

Day 15 Wednesday, 24 Mar'2010 - Bandhavgarh / Katni / Delhi
A.M : Game viewing in the Park.

After lunch drive to Katni (approx. 2 1/2 hrs drives), arrive Katni transfer to railway station to catch train
for Delhi by Gondwana Express at 1720 hrs. With packed dinner.

Arrive Delhi at 0715 hrs.(Early check-in subject to availability) Transfer to hotel Sahara. Visit to Dilli
Haat. Optional sightseeing of New Delhi.
